Her skin was infected from the fleas and mites
that coated her fur. She was also suffering from
severe tooth decay, multiple mammary tumors,
and a hernia.

But the generosity of friends like you fueled
her transformation — and saved her life. Keep
reading to see how your kindness gave Camille
the second chance she desperately needed.

We got to work right away, quickly carrying
out the several procedures that would put Camille
on the path to recovery. When all was said and
done, our medical team cleared the infection
from her ears, extracted eight of her teeth,
spayed her, repaired her hernia, AND performed
a mastectomy. Whew! What a long road Camille
faced!

The Chow Now Pantry is more than a pet food
outreach program at the SPCA Cincinnati. It's a
lifeline for pet parents who face the impossible
decision of feeding their beloved animal
companions or going hungry themselves.

In the first two months of 2024 alone, we've
already distributed more than 14,655 Ibs. of pet
food through 26 drop-off events! And, by the tail-
end of 2023, the SPCA Cincinnati rounded out
12 Chow Now Pantry distribution locations with
its very first dedicated center in Lockland, Ohio,
in conjunction with our friends at Pets In Need of
Greater Cincinnati.

Our pantry program remains a valuable
resource, speaking to the tremendous, ongoing
need in our community.

And we would be remiss not to mention the
impactful role our volunteers play in meeting the
demand of this initiative. It's their commitment
and passion to effect change with immediate
results that lend to the success of this important
program.
